
Don’t become a victim.
In one of the most common scams, a caller may:

D O N ’ T  F A L L  F O R  S C A M M E R S  
P R E T E N D I N G  T O  B E  C O N  E D I S O N .

Pretend to be from Con Edison. (Your Caller ID may even 
display Con Edison’s name.)

Threaten to turn off power or natural gas service to your 
home or business within an hour.

Demand immediate payment – often by prepaid debit card.
